PLACEMENT AGREEMENT
Please read very carefully-this is a legal and binding contract once signed by both parties!

In consideration of the placement of an adopted horse, the undersigned adopter agrees to the following terms and conditions concerning the adoption of a horse through St. Francis Horse Rescue.

The agreement provides for the adopter to take physical possession of the adopted horse with St. Francis Horse Rescue retaining title for a period of five (5) years.

Once adopted, the horse remains the property of St. Francis Horse Rescue for a period of five (5) years at which time ownership will be transferred to the adopter if said horse has been properly cared for under this agreement.  The horse may only be transferred back to St. Francis Horse Rescue prior to the expiration of the five (5) year period.  After five (5) years, a new donation agreement must be reached between the parties which gives complete ownership to the adoptee with the rescue having first right of refusal should the horse ever be transferred.

The horse may never be raced again, sold, given away, disposed of or transferred to anyone but St. Francis Horse Rescue during the first five (5) years.  St. Francis Horse Rescue reserves the right to refuse a transfer back.

Should a medical emergency arise, St. Francis Horse Rescue will be notified prior to any decision regarding euthenization if humanly possibly.  A certificate of death must be received from a licensed veterinarian for all deceased horses within five (5) days.  Euthenizaiton is NOT the adopter’s choice.  

Once an adoption is arranged, transportation costs are the responsibility of the new adopter.  

The adopter may not release the horse from his/her care during the first five (5) years.  If the horse is relocated, adopter must notify St. Francis Horse Rescue AT ONCE of the change and it will be subject to the approval of St. Francis Horse Rescue prior to the moving of the horse.

The horse will maintain weight and condition as advised by a licensed veterinarian.

Adopter agrees to provide proper feeding to maintain appropriate weight, free access to clean water, a minimum of a 3 sided shelter and adequate fencing (no barbed wire fencing is allowed under ANY circumstances).  

Adopter agrees to provide the following vet care:  Spring inoculations for flu, rhino, tetanus, west nile virus, rabies and any other recommended (vet) inoculations and fall boosters or inoculations.  Inoculations may only be administered by a vet unless approved in advance by St. Francis Horse Rescue.   Yearly dental checks are required and worming and hoof care done every 6-8 weeks by a reputable farrier.

The adopter agrees to provide recommended vet care for illness and/or injury according to the requirements of their county in their state of residence.

The adopter agrees to forward a brief statement of the horse’s residence, condition, weight, teeth and hoof condition at the time of the spring vet checks (required yearly health report is shown below) or upon request by St. Francis Horse Rescue.  

The adopter agrees to notify St. Francis Horse Rescue within 24 hours if there is a serious injury or illness that could be life threatening to the horse or if the adopted horse dies.  In the event of death, a statement from a veterinarian stating the cause of death must be forwarded within ten (10) days of death.  EUTHENIZATION IS NOT YOUR OPTION unless an emergency situation arises (according to a licensed vet).  

The adopter agrees that the horse will reside at the following address:  


All adoption fees must be paid in full before any horse can go to its new home.  If you plan to have your adopted horse vet checked, the vet inspection must be done PRIOR to leaving our facility.  

If you wish to return your adopted horse to St. Francis Horse Rescue, transportation costs and any and all costs required to safely transfer the horse back to St. Francis Horse Rescue are the responsibility of the adopter.  St. Francis Horse Rescue reserves the right to reject said return of any horse.

There are no warranties with the adopted horse.  Horse is sold AS IS.

The adopter agrees to assume all responsibility for all costs and expenses related to the care, feeding, and maintenance of the adopted horse as well as necessary to comply with adopter’s responsibilities set forth in the Placement Agreement.

The adopter agrees not to allow a lien or security interest to be placed on any adopted horse EVER.

Release and Indemnification:  Adopter for himself or herself, his or her heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns, fully and forever waive release and discharge St. Francis Horse Rescue, it’s officers, agents, employees and all prior owners of the adopted horse from any and all claims, demands, actions, causes of action resulting from or arising out of, or related to the possession, care, maintenance or actions of the horse adopted under the agreement.  Adopter further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless St. Francis Horse Rescue, its officers, agents, employees and all prior owners of the adopted horse from any all claims which may be asserted by other parties resulting from, arising out of or related to the possession, care, maintenance or actions of the horse adopted.

St. Francis Horse Rescue shall have the right to access the stabling property and inspect the adopted horse within (12) hours prior notice to the adopter within the (5) year period of the adoption.

St. Francis Horse Rescue shall have the right to recover the possession of the adopted horse if within it’s sole discretion determines the health of the adopted horse is adversely affected by the condition of it’s environment, or in the event the adopter fails to exercise his/her responsibilities or otherwise comply with the terms of this agreement.

Adopter hereby agrees to pay all necessary and reasonable costs and attorney’s fees necessary to enforce St. Francis Horse Rescue’s rights under this agreement.

Adopter hereby agrees to pay all necessary costs incurred by St. Francis Horse Rescue in recovering the possession of the adopted horse under the release and indemnification paragraph above including all costs and attorney’s fees necessary to enforce the rescue’s rights under this agreement.

Any co-adopter appearing below agrees to be bound by all obligations and liability set forth herein as if said party is the adopter.

The parties to this agreement hereby agree that Wisconsin Law shall apply to the construction and enforcement of this agreement.
